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THE POSTGRADUATE MEDICAL 
EDUCATION PROGRAM 
 
Academic Year 
 
In Canada, the Postgraduate Medical 
Education (PGME) academic year runs 
from July 1st to June 30th. Upon 
successful completion of each year of 
training, you will be provided with a 
Letter of Appointment (LOA) and will 
be asked to re-enroll for the following 
year. You will not be automatically 
enrolled for the duration of your 
PGME training program. Please note 
that an LOA will never go beyond 
June 30 even if you are off-cycle  
(e.g. start date of January).  
 
*Please note: PGME registration fees 
are paid twice in twelve months for 
off-cycle start dates. If this applies to 
you, registration refund requests 
information is explained on page 12 
below. (Not applicable to Saudi-
sponsored trainees.)

i. TORONTO POLICE 
SERVICE:  

You can apply online for 
a Level 2-CRJMC with the 
Toronto Police Service. 
The key is to use a VPN, 
otherwise it will not 
work. Apart from the 
VPN, trainees have 
mentioned that the 
process is simple and 
cheap (only $26.72 
CAD).  
 

ii.  KINGSTON POLICE 
SERVICE:  

Another option is to apply 
online through the Kingston 
Police’s K-PIC tool for 
$50.12. Note that you can 

apply through this system 
even though you are not a 
resident or employee in the 
City of Kingston.  
  
If you fail the E-ID 
verification process, please 
skip that step, and continue 
completing the application. 
Once complete, please 
contact Teresa Mayhew 
atTMayhew@kpf.ca or 1-
613-549-4660, ext. 2225 to 
schedule a virtual meeting. 
You are not required to go 
in person but if you do, the 
fee is $40.  
  

iii. PORT HOPE POLICE SERVICE: 
You can apply online with the Port 
Hope Police by uploading two 
pieces of valid government-issued 
ID: one with a photo (e.g., your 
passport) to confirm your name 
and date of birth, and another 
document, such as your work or 
study permit. The results are 
typically available online within 3-
5 business days for $55.11.

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Privileges with The Ottawa

If you are appointed as a Clinical or 
Research Fellow at The Ottawa 
Hospital (TOH), your program is 
required to apply for your hospital 
privileges with the medical affairs 
office.

Pre-Entry Assessment Program 
(PEAP) 
 
To obtain an unrestricted 
postgraduate medical education 
certificate of registration (educational 
license) from the College of 
Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario 
(CPSO), International Medical 
Graduates (IMGs), who did not enter 
through CaRMS, are required to 
undergo a Pre-Entry Assessment 
Program (PEAP). The PEAP is an 
assessment process that evaluates 
IMGs to determine whether they can 
function at the appointed level of 
training. It is normally between four 
to twelve weeks in duration. The 
assessment is to take place in a 
supervised clinical, multidisciplinary 
environment where there is patient 
input on an ongoing basis. Assessors 

are to ensure that the candidate is: 
mentally competent to practice 
medicine; able to practice with 
decency, integrity, and honesty in 
accordance with the law; have 
sufficient knowledge, skill and 
judgment to engage in postgraduate 
medical training; can communicate 
effectively and display an appropriate 
professional attitude. For further 
information regarding the PEAP, 
please consult the Council of Ontario 
Universities website at 
https://cou.ca/reports/peap-policy/. 
 
 

Evaluations 
 
All trainees will receive formative and 
summative assessments of their 
performance through objective tests 
as well as performance assessments 
through different forms as well as In-
Training Evaluations Reports (ITERs). 
 
Postgraduate medical trainees 
registered with the Faculty of 
Medicine at the University of Ottawa 
have the right to appeal when their 
performance has been judged 
unsatisfactory. Trainees may appeal a 
non-reappointment, dismissal, non-
promotion, suspension, rotation 
failure, or recommendations for 
remediation and probation.

Completion of Training 
Certificate 
 
Your PA will be responsible to submit 
the required documentation to the 
PGME Office confirming your end 
date closer to completion of your 
training. We will then provide your PA 
with a certificate to confirm 
successful completion of the 
educational objectives, two to four 
weeks before the end of training. The 
certificate will match the program 
that is indicated on your letter of 
offer and will be signed by the 
Program Director / Fellowship 
Director as well as the Dean of the 
Faculty of Medicine. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Competency-Based Medical 
Education 
 
uOttawa is already well on the way to 
implementing Competency-Based 
Medical Education (CBME) resident 
training. 
 
CBME is an outcomes-based 
approach that involves identifying the 
abilities required of physicians and 
then designing the curriculum to 
support the achievement and 
assessment of these predefined 
competencies. This paradigm defies 
the assumption that competence is 
achieved based on time spent on 
rotations and instead requires 
residents to demonstrate their 
competence.

For 
example, you are not permitted to 
take both Christmas holidays and Eid 
holidays.  
 
Trainees must request in writing time 
off for religious holidays, at least 4 
weeks prior to the absence. This will 
be accommodated whenever 
possible, if staffing levels permit, and 
patient care responsibilities are being 
met.

UNIVERSITY ENROLMENT AT 
THE FACULTY OF MEDICINE 
You are required to enrol on-line with 
the University of Ottawa on an annual 
basis and pay registration fees, 
currently set at $945 (effective July 1, 
2024). Note that this fee should be 
paid only once you arrive in Canada, 
before starting your training. Please 
ensure to pay all fees upon arrival. 
DO NOT wait for an invoice. 
 
If you begin your program off-cycle 
(i.e. other than July 1), you will be 
required to pay the registration fee 
before the beginning of your training 
and then for every academic year 
(July 1) thereafter, until completion 
of training. Also, to maintain your 
university appointment, an 
enrolment fee is charged to trainees 
who are (or will be) on a leave of 
absence.

It is your responsibility to 
apply for an Educational Certificate 
of Registration (license) to train with 
the University of Ottawa. The license 
will be required to start your PEAP or 
begin your training program. DO NOT 
delay. Apply immediately as it can 
take six months to process. A number 
of other supporting documents must 
be sent to CPSO directly by the 
Source Organization, including 
medical school transcript, and 
evidence of standing.

OHIP states that you qualify 
for their health insurance if,  
 
“you are in Ontario on a valid work 
permit and are working full-time in 
Ontario, for an Ontario employer, for 
at least six months.”

(UHIP) 
 
University Health Insurance Plan 
(UHIP) is a compulsory insurance plan 
for international trainees, who have 
not yet obtained coverage from the 
Ontario Health Insurance Plan or 
another UHIP approved / equivalent 
health plan. UHIP covers medical and 
hospital expenses during your stay in 
Canada and standard medical visits. It 
also helps you obtain certain medical 
devices, as needed, such as 
wheelchairs, hearing aids, etc.  
 
Enrolment for UHIP must be 
completed with the uOttawa Human 
Resources via the PGME Office, Ms. 
Jodee Kent or Miss Callie Luckovitch.  

The UHIP monthly fee structure for 
the period from September 1, 2024 to 
August 31, 2025 is shown below 
(includes taxes) and covers the full 
calendar year: 
• Single - $63 
• Couple (or 1 dependent) - $126 
• Family (3 or more individuals) -

is one month.

Hospital or medical 
expenses can be onerous if not 
covered.

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Walk-In Clinics 
Another option would be to go to a 
walk-in clinic. You don't need an 
appointment. Most clinics are open in 
the evening and on weekends.  
 
You need to bring your health card 
(UHIP/OHIP) with you. The downfall is 
that you may not be able to see the 
same doctor every time you go to a 
clinic. You may also have to wait to 
see a doctor or nurse if there are 
other patients ahead of you (first-
come, first-serve basis). 
 
The largest regional provider is 
Appletree Medical Clinic with offices 
all over the city. Please visit their 
website below to roster with them, 
for hours of operation, current wait 
times, locations and more 
information. Typically, available by 
appointments only.
